TODAY’S READINGS
First reading - Acts 2:1-11: During Pentecost, disciples filled
with the Holy Spirit spoke in various languages, astounding the
diverse crowd in Jerusalem, as each heard the wonders of God in
their own tongue.
Responsorial Psalm - Psalm 104: I praise the immensely great
Lord, filled with awe at His varied creations. I rejoice in Him,
knowing He renews the earth, giving and recalling life with His
Spirit.
Second Reading - 1 Corinthians 12:3B-7, 12-13: No one can
say "Jesus is Lord" without the Holy Spirit. Diverse spiritual gifts,
services, and functions come from one Spirit, uniting us as
Christ's body, transcending all divisions.
Gospel - Galatians 5:16-25: Live guided by the Spirit, not the
flesh's desires which oppose the Spirit. The flesh's acts are clear,
but the Spirit's fruit brings virtues like love and self-control.

Dear Parishioners

Pentecost Sunday is the crowning celebration of the Easter Season. It is the celebration of the coming of the gift of the Holy Spirit, who Jesus
promised to give to the Church. Sometimes you may get a gift that is just for show and is not useful. It may only take up space or be exchanged or
be passed on to someone else. The Holy Spirit is not a thing. It is a divine person. The Holy Spirit is God himself, the third person of the Holy Trinity.

The Holy Spirit is dynamic. The Holy Spirit is the love between the Father and the Son that is so perfectly pure, powertful, life-giving and in union
with God, the Father and God, the Son that it is God, the Spirit which makes up the Holy Trinity, the Triune God. The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of unity,
of love and is our Helper. The Haly Spirit helps us to be one with God. Last Sunday's gospel was the prayer of Jesus to the Father asking the Father
to keep us, his disciples, in his name. It is the Holy Spirit who gives us the power to keep close and united with God. The Holy Spirit illuminates us
with understanding, knowledge. wisdom, right judgement, reverence, courage and wonder so that we may be close to God and keep God in our lives
by his grace.

This weekend is the end of the Easter Season of 2024. What is it about the new life of Christ that the Holy Spirit is helping us to accept and grow in
more deeply? The answer is that the Holy Spirit helps the whole church grow in divine life and the Holy Spirit knows what each of us needs individ-
ually as a parts of the Body of Christ. “For in one Spirit we were all baptized into one body, whether Jews or Greeks, slaves or free persons, and
we were all given to drink of one Spirit (I Cor. 12:13).

The Holy Spirit is working in our church to help our parishioners be generous with their time, talent and treasure. | thank all who give in the Sun-
day Collections. This treasure that you share keeps our doors open. | thank all our parishioners who volunteer in so many ditferent ways sharing
your time and talents to support ministries in the church.
