SECOND SUNDAY OF EASTER
TODAY’S READINGS
First reading - Acts 4:32-35: The early believers were united,
sharing possessions and resources. The apostles' powerful tes-
timony about Jesus' resurrection earned them high regard.
They distributed funds from sold properties to meet everyone's
needs, ensuring no one was in need.
Responsorial Psalm - Psalm 118: Israel, Aaron's descendants,
and the God-fearing proclaim God's enduring mercy. He an-
swers in distress, providing strength and salvation. The reject-
ed stone becomes the cornerstone, a marvelous act of the Lord.
Second Reading - 1 John 5:1-6: Belief in Jesus as the Christ
shows we are born of God. Loving God and His children
means obeying His commandments, which are not burden-
some. Our faith in Jesus as God's Son overcomes the world,
affirmed by the Spirit of truth.
Gospel - John 20:19-31: In a locked room, Jesus appeared to
his disciples, offering peace and showing his wounds, which
brought them joy. He empowered them with the Holy Spirit
and the authority to forgive sins. Thomas, absent initially,
doubted their testimony. Later, Jesus appeared again, inviting
Thomas to touch his wounds, leading to Thomas' declaration
of faith. Jesus blessed future believers who wouldn't see yet
believe. These events were recorded to affirm faith in Jesus as
the Christ.

FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK:
Dear Parishioners

“Jesus, I trust in You.” This is a devout prayer to the merciful Jesus. In this prayer we are saying that we trust or depend
on Jesus. We depend on the love and mercy of Jesus. This is why the Easter and Divine Mercy celebrations exist. Last
Sunday, we celebrated the day of the Resurrection of Jesus. Today is the Sunday after Easter Sunday which completes
the octave or first eight days of the celebration of this most important mystery or truth of our faith. Now for seven more
weeks the church will be celebrating the Easter Season, in which we continue to reflect and give thanks intensely for the
resurrection of Jesus. The trust that we have in Jesus is that he did all that he did because he loves us and wants us all to
join him in the eternal life that he showed us by his resurrection from the dead.

On the second Sunday of Easter, Divine Mercy Sunday, we continue to remember that Jesus rose from the dead and also
that Jesus wants to reconcile everyone to himself by forgiving all of our sins. St. Faustina Kowalskais (1905-1938)
wrote a diary of conversations with Jesus that she had in her mystical experiences. Regarding the Feast Day of Divine
Mercy, she wrote that Jesus said, “On that day the very depths of My tender mercy are open. I pour out a whole ocean of
graces upon the souls who approach the Fount of My Mercy. On that day all the divine floodgates through which graces
flow are opened” (Diary 699). The term “ocean” of grace indicates that Jesus’ mercy is abundant and deep. This is a re-
flection of God’s love for us which is unfathomable and really unlimited.

On this Sunday, we are invited to obtain an indulgence which can remove the temporal punishment of sin. This oppor-
tunity was granted by St. Pope John Paul II, drawing from his authority as Pope to bind and loose. (Mt. 16:19) The con-
ditions of this indulgence was in last week’s bulletin and is posted on the bulletin board of the church. At 3:00 PM , this
Sunday, April 7, the Divine Mercy Chaplet will be prayed and there will be an outside procession around the church
starting at the Divine Mercy Statue a few feet from the statue of Fatima. Let us ask for God’ Mercy.

As we celebrate the ocean of love that Our Lord gives to us, let us ask for the grace to respond also by being generous
to his church. The first collection on Sundays is our main support. There are maintenance projects that we need to
begin such as pointing and gutter work. Please help us maintain our church. Beyond our parish, your pledges to the
Annual Catholic Appeal is needed for helping people in a variety of ways. Let us ask for the guidance of Mary as we
say, Our Lady of Fatima, pray for us.

Santa Faustina Kowalskais (1905-1938) escribi6 un diario de conversaciones con Jesus que tuvo en sus experiencias
misticas. Con respecto a la Fiesta de la Divina Misericordia, escribio que Jesus dijo: "En ese dia se abren las profun-
didades mismas de Mi tierna misericordia. Derramo todo un océano de gracias sobre las almas que se acercan a la
Fuente de Mi Misericordia. En ese dia se abren todas las compuertas divinas a través de las cuales fluyen las gra-
cias" (Diario 699). El término "océano" de gracia indica que la misericordia de Jesus es abundante y profunda. Este es
un reflejo del amor de Dios por nosotros, que es insondable y realmente ilimitado.

En este domingo, se nos invita a obtener una indulgencia que pueda eliminar el castigo temporal del pecado. Esta opor-
tunidad fue concedida por el Papa Juan Pablo II, basandose en su autoridad como Papa para atar y desatar. (Mateo
16:19) Las condiciones de esta indulgencia estaban en el boletin de la semana pasada y estan publicadas en el tablon de
anuncios de la iglesia. A las 3:00 PM de este domingo, 7 de Abril, se rezara la Coronilla de la Divina Misericordia y ha-
bra una procesion exterior alrededor de la iglesia comenzando en la Estatua de la Divina Misericordia a pocos metros de
la estatua de Fatima. Pidamos la Misericordia de Dios.
