FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK:

Dear Parishioners

| was eating my breakfast in a group last Friday,4/5, when | felt what | thought was a subway train passing
underneath me. Someone said “Earthquake”. The feeling was unsettling. People had different experiences of
the tremor and yet some people did not feel it at all. It depended on where you were. It was an earthquake of
4.8 magnitude that was felt in New York City, New Jersey, Philadelphia and further south at about 10:23am.
On Monday, 4/8, people were looking up in the sky at 2pm to see the total eclipse of the sun which will again
be visible from New York in the next 55 years in the year 2079.
These earthly and stellar events remind us of our position in life. We are part of a greater reality that is bigger
than we are. This is humbling and makes you think about what is important in life. For Catholics there is a
grounding and very important event that takes place every day in the church. We are required by the third commandment to go
every Sunday, but it is available for us in our Diocese, having sufficient priests, to partake in every day. It is the Eucharist.
The Eucharist is the gift of Jesus changing ordinary bread and wine into his Body and Blood in the community of his disciples where
he becomes fully present, Body, Soul and Divinity and gives himself to us in Holy Communion. We experience what took place at
the Last Supper and Jesus nourishes us. In article #1324 of the Catechism we read, “The Eucharist is ‘the source and summit of the
Christian 864 life.”136" In the Eucharist we encounter Jesus fully present, who is above heaven and earth and who is working out
our redemption so we may enter into eternal life.

The US Conference of Catholic Bishops approved a three-year Eucharistic Revival for our Country in November 2021. The
Three years were divided as follows: 1) Diocesan Revival 6/19/22-6/11/23 2) Parish Revival 6/11/23-7/17/24 3) National Congress
7/17-21/24 4) Year of Mission 7/21-Pentecost 2025. Part of the impetus prompting this effort was a pew study in the fall of 2019
that showed just 30% of Catholics understand the real presence of Christ in the Eucharist.

This Saturday, April 20" from 8-4pm is the Diocesan Eucharistic Revival in which parishes from all over our Diocese will come to-
gether for reflection, prayer and the Eucharist. When we participate in the gift of the Eucharist, Jesus strengthens us so that we
may be able to have a solid foundation to go through the physical, emotional and spiritual earthquakes and eclipses that can hap-
pen in our lives. Let pray that our church and world will grow more aware of Jesus’ saving presence offered in the Eucharist. Our
Lady of Fatima, pray for us.

Estaba desayunando en grupo el pasado viernes 5 de abril, cuando senti lo que pensé que era un tren subte-
rraneo pasando debajo de mi. Alguien dijo "terremoto". La sensacién era inquietante. Las personas tuvieron
diferentes experiencias del temblor y, sin embargo, algunas personas no lo sintieron en absoluto. Dependia de
dénde estuvieras. Fue un terremoto de magnitud 4.8 que se sintié en la ciudad de Nueva York, Nueva Jersey,
Filadelfia y mas al sur alrededor de las 10:23 am. El lunes 8 de abril, la gente miraba hacia el cielo a las 2 de la
tarde para ver el eclipse total de sol que volvera a ser visible desde Nueva York en los préximos 55 afios, en el
afo 2079.

Estos acontecimientos terrenales y estelares nos recuerdan nuestra posicidn en la vida. Somos parte de una realidad mayor que es
mas grande que nosotros. Esto te hace sentir humilde y te hace pensar en lo que es importante en la vida. Para los catdlicos hay un
evento fundamental y muy importante que tiene lugar todos los dias en la iglesia. El tercer mandamiento nos exige ir todos los
domingos, pero esta disponible para nosotros en nuestra Didcesis, teniendo suficientes sacerdotes, para participar todos los dias.
Es la Eucaristia.

La Eucaristia es el don de Jesus transformando el pan y el vino ordinarios en su Cuerpo y Sangre en la comunidad de sus discipulos
donde se hace plenamente presente, Cuerpo, Alma y Divinidad y se entrega a nosotros en la Sagrada Comunién. Vivimos lo que
ocurrié en la Ultima Cena y Jesus nos alimenta. En el articulo #1324 del Catecismo leemos: “La Eucaristia es 'fuente y cumbre de la
vida cristiana 864'.136" En la Eucaristia encontramos a Jesus plenamente presente, que estd sobre el cielo y la tierra y que esta
obrando nuestra redencién para que entremos en la vida eterna.

La Conferencia de Obispos Catdlicos de EE. UU. aprobd un Avivamiento Eucaristico de tres afios para nuestro pais en noviembre de
2021. Los tres afios se dividieron de la siguiente manera: 1) Avivamiento Diocesano 19/6/22-11/6/23 2) Avivamiento Parroquial
11/6 /23-7/17/24 3) Congreso Nacional 7/17-21/24 4) Afio de Mision 7/21-Pentecostés 2025. Parte del impetu que impulsé este
esfuerzo fue un estudio hecho en las iglesias en el otofio de 2019 que mostrd apenas El 30% de los catélicos comprende la presen-
cia real de Cristo en la Eucaristia.

Este sdbado 20 de abril de 8 a 4 p.m. es el Avivamiento Eucaristico Diocesano en el que parroquias de toda nuestra Didcesis
se reuniran para la reflexidn, la oracién y la Eucaristia. Cuando participamos del don de la Eucaristia, Jesus nos fortalece para que
podamos tener una base sdlida para atravesar los terremotos y eclipses fisicos, emocionales y espirituales que pueden suceder en
nuestras vidas. Oremos para que nuestra iglesia y el mundo sean mas conscientes de la presencia salvadora de Jesus ofrecida en la
Eucaristia. Nuestra Sefiora de Fatima, ruega por nosotros.

St. Bernadette Soubirous
Tuesday April 16, 2024

Saint Bernadette Soubirous was a young girl who became famous for seeing visions of the Virgin Mary. She was born
on January 7, 1844, in Lourdes, France, in a poor family. When she was 14 years old, something very special happened
to her. Saint Bernadette Soubirous was a shepherdess, spending much of her early life tending to her family's sheep in
the countryside near Lourdes. Her humble beginnings as a shepherdess helped shape her simple, trusting faith. On Feb-
ruary 11, 1858, Bernadette saw a beautiful lady in a small cave near her town. This lady appeared 18 times to Berna-
dette. She told Bernadette to pray for sinners and asked for a chapel to be built at the site of the visions. The lady also
showed Bernadette a hidden spring of water in the cave. The Church investigat-
ed her claims carefully before confirming the authenticity of the apparitions.
Today, Lourdes is one of the most visited pilgrimage sites in the world, with
millions of people coming to pray and seek healing at the grotto and its spring.

Santa Bernadette Soubirous
Martes 16 de abril de 2024

Santa Bernadette Soubirous fue una joven que se hizo famosa por tener vi-
siones de la Virgen Maria. Naci6 el 7 de enero de 1844 en Lourdes, Francia, en
el seno de una familia pobre. Cuando tenia 14 afios, le sucedio algo muy espe-
cial. Santa Bernadette Soubirous fue pastora y pasé gran parte de sus primeros
aflos de vida cuidando de las ovejas de su familia en el campo cerca de
Lourdes. Sus humildes comienzos como pastora ayudaron a dar forma a su fe
sencilla y confiada.
