He was a fisherman by trade and
S became the rock upon which Jesus built His Church,
Peter became the first pope and played a significant role in the
Christian community.
St. Paul, originally known as Saul, was a Jewish Pharisee who actively persecuted early Chris-
tians. However, he underwent a dramatic conversion after encountering the risen Jesus on the
road to Damascus. He became a devoted follower of Christ and went on to become an influential
apostle and missionary to the Gentiles.
