Today’s Reading
First Reading — Isaiah 55:10-11: The Lord’s
word is likened to rain that
nourishes the earth, promis-
ing that it will accomplish
its intended purpose with-
out returning void.
Responsorial Psalm — Psalm 65: You enrich the
land, making it fruitful. Your generosity fills the
year with abundance, causing fields and valleys to
flourish and sing with joy.
Second Reading — Romans 8:18-23: Current suf-
ferings are minimal compared to the future glory
awaiting God’s children.

Message from the Pastor’s desk
Dear Parishioners:

It was on July 13, 1917, 109 years
ago, that Our Blessed Mother ap-
peared for the second time to the three
shepherd children, Lucia, Francisco
and Jacinta. She gave them what we
call the “Fatima Prayer” which she
asked to be prayed after each decade |
of the rosary. The words of the prayer §
are: “O my Jesus, forgive us our sins,
save us from the fires of hell, lead all souls to Heaven,
especially those most in need of Thy mercy. Amen.”
Both hell and heaven are given attention in this pray-
er. It is wise to be mindful of both of these places.

I was talking to a young man the other day whom I
knew was once an altar server. The young man has
not gone to church now for years. In casual conversa-
tion, I inserted with enthusiasm what gospel he would
hear in church that Sunday if he were there. The
young man smirked at me acknowledging my subtle
invitation. At the same time he seemed to give the im-
pression that church was no longer meaningful or im-
portant at his age. In the July 13th apparition, the chil-
dren of Fatima were given a vision of hell. I wonder
how deep they perceived the hole of hell was. The
horror of the vision that Our Lady of Fatima gave to
Lucia, Francisco and Jacinta motivated them to work
fervently to help themselves and others to avoid what-
ever leads to that place of eternal darkness and tor-
ment. It is wise to take seriously those things that can
do us harm. The gospel gives another reason to care
for and appreciate the help that God gives us to be
with him in heaven. This Sunday we recall Jesus’ par-
able of the sower and the seed. In this parable, Jesus
points out that God is like a sower who provides seeds
that has the potential to grow and help us to bear good
fruit. So in salvation history, God not only is our way
to be saved from the emptiness and evil of hell but he
also gives us the opportunity to grow in the infinite
goodness of heavenly life. How do we receive the
seed of goodness that God is offering to us?

It must have been a wonderful joy that Lucia,
Francisco and Jacinta experienced as they prayed and
sacrificed to help souls to get to heaven. This joy of
working with the Lord to help ourselves and others
along the road to salvation is a joy that the Lord
means for us to have right now as we serve him in
life. Let us pray for the conversion of sinners, as Our
Lady of Fatima has asked. See you in church.

Nuestra Santisima Madre aparecio por segunda vez a
los tres pastores, Lucia, Francisco y Jacinta. Les dio
lo que llamamos la "Oracion de Fatima", que pidid
que se rezara después de cada década del rosario. Las
palabras de la oracion son: "Oh Jesus mio, perdona
nuestros pecados, libranos de los fuegos del infierno,
lleva todas las almas al Cielo, especialmente a las que
mas necesitan Tu misericordia. Amén." Tanto el in-
fierno como el cielo reciben atencion en esta oracion.
Es recomendable tener en cuenta ambos lugares.

El otro dia estaba hablando con un joven que segin
sabia, habia sido monaguillo. El joven no ha ido a la
iglesia en afios. En la conversacion casualmente men-
cioné con entusiasmo qué evangelio escucharia en la
iglesia ese domingo si estuviera alli. El joven esboz6
una sonrisa, reconociendo mi sutil invitacion. Al mis-
mo tiempo, parecia dar la impresion de que la iglesia
ya no tenia sentido ni importancia a su edad. En la
aparicion del 13 de julio, los hijos de Fatima tuvieron
una vision del infierno. Me pregunto hasta qué punto
percibian cuan profundo era el agujero del infierno. El
horror de la vision que Nuestra Sefiora de Fatima dio
a Lucia, Francisco y Jacinta les motivo a trabajar fer-
vientemente para ayudarse a si mismos y a los demas
a evitar lo que les lleve a ese lugar de oscuridad y tor-
mento eternos. Es sensato tomarse en serio aquello
que puede hacernos dafio. El evangelio ofrece otra
razon para preocuparnos y apreciar la ayuda que Dios
nos da para estar con ¢l en el cielo.
